The Bibles in our pews are the New Revised Standard Version (NRSV), originally 
produced in 1989 as an update to the 1952 Revised Standard Version (RSV). The 
pastors and readers are now using the New Revised Standard Version Updated 
Edition (NRSVue) in worship. Published in 2021, the NRSVue  
incorporates new manuscript discoveries, particularly for the 
Hebrew Bible, and the latest insights from biblical scholarship. It 
features clearer, more inclusive language and greater cultural 
sensitivity compared to prior versions, with over 12,000 substantive 
revisions to the original NRSV.  You can learn more about the 
NRSVue with this QR code.  

Childcare and Sunday School for Children
